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Church Scholarship Fund Description

1.	 Applicants must have been a member in good standing of _______________________________
Church for at least two years. 

2.	 This scholarship program receives funds from the annual budget of the church and also accepts 
special gifts. Direct gifts must be made to the fund and not to individual students. Students and/or 
their parents may not contribute to the fund in the same year they receive a scholarship from the 
fund. 

3.	 The financial situation of the parents is not a criterion when awarding scholarships from this fund. 

4.	 Year or grade in college is not considered, but this scholarship is only available to full-time under-
graduate students. 

5.	 First priority is given to applicants attending Bethel University in St. Paul, Minn. Second priority 
is given to students attending other Christian colleges or Bible colleges, especially those that will 
match our church scholarship. 

6.	 Applicants should meet the following requirements: 
		  •	 maintain at least a 2.00 (“C”) grade point average
		  •	 be involved in youth service activities
		  •	 write a statement of faith, describing what Christ is doing in their lives and why they are 
			   going to college
		  •	 complete and submit the application by March 1 

7.	 The committee will meet in late March or early April to award scholarships for the upcoming 
school year. Scholarships will be announced by May 1. 

8.	 Scholarships are not to be repaid.
