Western in Monticello on Easter Sunday, 2004. Over the course of the next year, Crossroads grew and moved their
services to the Monticello Middle School. In 2007, Crossroads built their current facility on the east side of town and
expanded to two services. Pastor Mike served for eleven years, stepping down at the end of May, 2015.

Rich Ratts was chosen as the church’s next senior pastor. He and his family moved to Monticello in June of 2015 and
served until December, 2019. Following Pastor Rich, Crossroads welcomed Brian Raynard and his family, who served
Crossroads until December, 2024. Crossroads has been blessed to also be served by several associate and youth
pastors in the past. The Crossroads family looks forward to the next senior pastor that will lead Crossroads to continue
in its mission to love God and others through faith in Jesus Christ.

. With the Elders, seeks the Holy Spirit’s Ieading4 while helping to navigate Crossroads5
place within the context of its local, national, and global culture.

o Is a Christ-like public representative of Crossroads Church’ by building relationships through
involvement in the community.

. Upholds and models our church's vision statement: Loving God and loving others by faith in
Jesus Christ.6

. Assists the Elders and church leadership in crafting annual budgets and adhering to short-

term and long-term financial plans.
