Guidelines for course redevelopment

a. Course eligibility and curricular implications. The courses to be re-developed must be existing courses, already approved to be offered, and at the 200-300 level. Normal enrollment for these courses must be in the 25-40 student range, and they must be courses that normally draw a significant number of students in the academic major. They should not be “gateway” courses, initial courses into the major. They may carry a general education designation, but should primarily serve students in the academic major. They should be standard semester-length courses. If a department proposes a new online course as part of curricular revision, it should be presented for approval during the 2007-08 cycle, not this year.
b. Incorporation of technology: These courses are proposed to be fully online experiences; at the same time, hybrid offerings will be funded if at least 90% of course requirements and “meetings” are on-line. 

c. Learning expectations: Because the courses to be funded for re-development are already being offered, the expectations for learning should continue to be the same. The level of student learning and the expectation of academic rigor and assignments for such programs are expected to be consistent with those in face-to-face offerings.
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
